Mt. San Antonio College establishes the following relationships between the number of units
assigned to a given course and the number in the course outline:

For each 1 unit credit a minimum of:

Lecture

e At least 18 lecture contact hours but not to exceed 26 contact hours plus at least 36
additional hours of related independent student work but not to exceed 53 additional hours
of related independent student work (total of 54 to 79 hours)

Lab

e At least 54 laboratory contact hours but not to exceed 80 laboratory contact hours.
