BP 7400 Travel 

Reference: 
Education Code Section 87032; Government Code Section 11139.8 

The College President/CEO is authorized to attend conferences, meetings, and other activities 
that are appropriate to the functions of the College. 

The College President/CEO shall establish procedures regarding the attendance of other 
employees at conferences, meetings, or activities.  The procedures shall include authorized 
expenses, advance of funds, and reimbursement. 

In AB 1887, the California Legislature determined that “California must take action to avoid 
supporting or financing discrimination against lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender 
people.” In support of Mt. San Antonio College’s commitment to diversity, equity, inclusion, 
social justice, and anti-racism, the College will align with the State of California and AB 1887. 

The College President/CEO shall establish procedures that restricts College or state-funded 
travel to any state that has eliminated protections against discrimination on the basis of sexual 
orientation, gender identity, or gender expression. 
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
