e Nearly 25% of adults in California are functionally
illiterate.

¢ More than 5.3 million adults in California have yet to
earn a high school diploma or pass the General
Educational Development (GED) exam.

e 27% of Californians between the ages of 18 and 44 are
unprepared for postsecondary education for “middle-
skill” jobs which represent the largest share of jobs in
California, now and in the future.




Education = Quality of Life

e AB.A. holder will spend 23% more time employed than a
high school graduate.

e Earning a B.A. doubles income relative to a high school
diploma.

e 22% of those with less than a HS degree live in poverty;

10% with a HS degree are in poverty; <5% with a BA or
more are in poverty.

® The incarceration rate is 85% lower for B.A. holders and
half with some college.
